VENUE
The Johann Strauss Museum, formerly known as Kleines

Haus der Kunst, Novomatic Forum, or Verkehrsbüro, is a

landmark building in Vienna’s 1st district.

Constructed between 1922–1923 in Art Deco style by 

Otto Wagner’s students Hermann Aichinger and 

Heinrich Schmid, the freestanding building sits between 

Karlsplatz and Naschmarkt.

A listed historical monument, the former Verkehrsbüro was 

carefully renovated between 2008–2009 by architect Adolf Straitz 

and transformed from an office building into a cultural venue.
